VI. Waivers for Missed Meeting Fines 

Requests for waivers of fines must be submitted in writing and received by the Secretary–Treasurer before the 
last day of the month of the missed meeting.  Under normal circumstances, the Executive Committee does not 
grant waivers for meetings missed due to a game assignment. 

 
VII. Membership Dues 
The Executive Committee has set dues for the 2011-2012 season at $85.00.  The Executive Committee is 
committed to keeping dues as low as possible.  Board 54’s dues are the lowest of all 13 IAABO boards in 
Massachusetts. 
 
Dues payments should be made by check payable to Board 54 IAABO and mailed to 23 Crestwood Lane, 
South Easton, MA 02375.  Dues may also be paid in person at any board meeting.  Dues are payable on or 
before the 31st day of January. If payment in full is not made by the 31st of January, a $10.00 late registration 
fee shall be added to the amount due. If payment in full is not made by March 31st a $20.00 late registration 
fee shall be added to the amount due. 

 
VIII. Active or Inactive Status

IX. Game Fees 2011-2012 
The MIAA has recommended the following fees for high school basketball contests officiated this season:  
Varsity games – $76.00; Sub-Varsity games – $54.00.  Please notify the Secretary-Treasurer if you receive a 
different fee or if any tax is withheld.  
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 A fine of $25 will be issued for one missed general membership meeting in a single season. 
 A fine of $75 will be issued for two missed general membership meetings in a single season. 
 A fine of $150 and suspension will be issued for three missed general membership meetings in a 

single season.  Suspensions issued under this policy will not be lifted without a mandatory 
reinstatement hearing before the Executive Committee. 

 
 Tardiness in excess of 20 minutes after the scheduled start time of a general membership meeting 

will be considered an absence from said meeting. 
 

 Falsifying a signature on an attendance sheet will result in a fine of up to $150 and/or suspension. 
 



X. Mandates from Massachusetts General Law Regarding Concussions and Game Officials 
New regulations from the Massachusetts Department of Public Health [105 CMR 201.007 (E)] require all game 
officials to complete a training program on head injuries and concussions in extracurricular athletic activities.  
The most expeditious way to satisfy this requirement is to log on to the National Federation of High Schools 
Learning Center website http://nfhslearn.com/electiveDetail.aspx?courseID=15000 and take the online 
training course entitled Concussion in Sports ς What You Need to Know.  This course is free and takes 
approximately 20 minutes to complete.  You will first be required to register with the NFHS via their quick and 
easy registration portal.  Upon completion of the course you will be able to print up a verification certificate.  
The regulations state that officials shall provide independent verification of completion of the training 
requirement to schools or school districts upon request.  This makes it imperative that officials print a copy of 
their verification certificate and bring it to all game sites in case such a request is made.  Additional resources 
on the subject of brain injuries can be found on www.miaa.net, the MIAA’s website. 

 
XI. 2012 Harry A. Lehmann Memorial Basketball Tournament 
Plans are now underway for Board 54’s 27th annual invitational basketball tournament. Games will be held at 
the Tinsley Center on the campus of Bridgewater State University on Sunday, February 19 and Monday, 
February 20, 2012.  Participating boys’ teams are Bridgewater-Raynham, Duxbury, Marshfield, and defending 
champion, Oliver Ames.  Participating girls’ teams are Braintree, Bridgewater-Raynham, Brockton, and 
Scituate.
